Message from Machell Schwarz

As we near the end of another
school year, I would like to
remind parents of several
important dates coming up for
this spring and early next

fall. T would also like to
discuss first phases of the
building/remodeling project
that the high school will be
undergoing and share some
initial hires that we have made
already this spring due to
additional funding through the
referendum.

After the April 4th referendum,
which includes an addition and
renovations to our high school
facility, teams of personnel
immediately began meeting for
the first stages of planning. A
core team of architects,
builders, district office
personnel and building
administration is working on
setting up timelines, creating
processes, etc. The high school
also has established a visioning

team that
consists of
representatives
from a variety
of staff groups
(teachers, coaches,
educational assistants, for
example) that will meet at
least 3 times yet between
now and the end of the
school year. This group will
provide the larger vision for
what should be considered
in this project in terms of
spaces, programming, and
facilities. In addition, this
summer the construction/
architect team will set up a
couple of days of face-to-
face interviews with any
staff member who would
like to provide input.
Although time consuming,
this process is also exciting
and energizing to think of
the possibilities for students
and families.
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Additionally, the district
administrative team has been
looking at staffing positions
that we have not traditionally
had to support students and
learning, which other districts
similar to our size and in the
area have. As a result of
these conversations, DAHS
has been fortunate to be able
to move from a half-time
social worker in our building
to a full-time position next
fall. We also just recently
hired a full-time instructional
coach for our building. The
instructional coach will work
with teachers to look at

content standards, learning targets, and assessments and
analyze these elements in terms of alignment, depth of
knowledge, etc. They will work with teams of teachers to
dig into student data and to plan around building and
classroom goals. While adding Advanced Placement and
other coursework has already been planned to our high
school programming, we are also fortunate to be adding an
instructor to our agriculture program. This position will be
shared between the high school and middle school. All of
these changes are exciting for the support and
opportunities that they will bring.

The first two weeks of May were a busy time for our students
taking College Board Advanced Placement (AP) classes.
During this time, students in AP courses have the opportunity
to take a test to earn college credits. We currently have 11 AP
courses available for students to take; 194 students took 287
AP exams this year.

Finally, I wanted to get a few important dates out for you
to put on your calendars.

® Final exams for seniors begin on May 29th.
®  Graduation is Saturday, June 1st at 7:00 pm.

®  Final exams for all other students begin on June

7th. These final exam days for freshmen, sophomores and
juniors are open campus and students are allowed to be off
-campus unless they have a scheduled exam. Students are

not to be at other schools in the district, because they have

a normal class schedule.

® District registration for the 2019-20 school year will

be August 8th and August 12th from 2:00 pm to 7:00 pm

at De Forest Area Middle School

®  Freshmen orientation will be on June 10th from 12:00

pm until about 3:00 pm.

®  Finally, parent Back-to-School night for DAHS will
take place on September 9th beginning at 5:30 pm.
